ñBread, Love and Dreamsò 

I wasnΩt sure what I would find in Italy, but I wanted to be pre-
pared. I spent the summer reading .ǊǳƴŜƭƭŜǎŎƘƛΩǎ 5ƻƳŜ, watch-
ing the Teaching CompanyΩs aƛŎƘŜƭŀƎŜƭƻ, taking Italian classes, 
pouring over countless blogs, maps and books; I craved every-
thing Italian.  Spending two weeks in Florence on our own meant 
that I would need to do my research. My mind was already there. 

By the time my body arrived in Florence, my two girlfriends 
whom I shared a flat with near the Church of Santa Croce were 
already there for two weeks. Armed with personal recommenda-
tions from a trusted world traveler, I consulted the list, άif a Sun-
day, try CamilloΧέ  It was at Camillo that I tasted bottarga, 
miniscule pink dried fish eggs sprinkled over pasta, fresh porcini 
mushrooms sautéed with olive oil and a deceivingly simple rocket 
(arugula) salad with pine nuts and shaved Parmesan. A bottle of 
brunello and we were in foodie heaven.  IΩm still dreaming of the 
steak bistecca alla fiorentina with beef chianina; Wolfgang, you 
are no longer my favorite. And then there is gelato. After con-
sulting the list again and visiting a half dozen shops around the 
city, we declared the one around the corner to be our absolute 
favorite. Since they charge by weight, I would order a tiny scoop, 
just so I could feel less guilty having a scoop of chocolate hazel-
nut every day. Amazingly, if you visit any store or café for a sec-
ond time, you are welcomed like family because άWe know you 
now.έ 

I have come to understand why women enjoy Italy.  The men are 
engaging, playful and adoring of all women – it feeds a womanΩs 
ego.  After all, this is the city of the .ƛǊǘƘ ƻŦ ±Ŝƴǳǎ.  I went looking 
for love in Italy. Not the fairy tale ¦ƴŘŜǊ ǘƘŜ ¢ǳǎŎŀƴ {ǳƴ kind of 
love or the self-indulgent 9ŀǘΣ tǊŀȅΣ [ƻǾŜ but a love of life, a love 
for life. ItΩs what makes Italian men and women so attractive – 
they have passion. I thought my Italy adventure would be filled 
with art, history and gelato – and it didnΩt disappoint. To gaze 
upon the frescoes in the Brancacci Chapel and know that Michel-
angelo stood here in admiration, to weep at the sight of Uffizzi 
paintings damaged by the 1992 car bombing, you feel the effect 
of art to connect us through space and time.  

 

But to focus on the paintings or architecture was to miss the most 
enchanting part of Italy – its people.  Spent a day with a world-
renowned photographer taking terrible photos in Certaldo and 
the surrounding Tuscan hills. άYou donΩt learn to improve unless 
you take bad photos.έ  He would declare my pictures άdirty,έ not 
x-rated, but containing inclusions that άdestroyed!έ the composi-
tion, άYou need new eyes.έ I learned new ways to look at light, a 
new way to frame a scene and contrary to what I believed, he 
taught me that everyone is photogenic.  He shared some camera 
tricks, but mostly it is about believing that beauty exists, that it 
needs coaxing, that you need to make a connection with it. It was 
a new way to see the world because his advice applied equally to 
photography and life in general. I apologized for being such a nov-
ice and for bringing the most basic of camera equipment. He 
waved his hand and nodded, άAll that does not matter, the only 
thing that matters is your passion for photos.έ   

In Italy, passion is like parsley, itΩs everywhere. The first time I 
saw a young beautiful couple, liplocked, wound up tightly around 
each other; my eyes darted away, but after the 3rd time it just 
registered as part of the Italian landscape. Why are these lovers 
always young and gorgeous?  Us mere mortals, we are lovers too, 
no? The older generation it seems, engage in passionate conver-
sations, mostly witnessed curbside outside restaurants. I watched 
two men shouting with their hands and wondered what could 
they possibly be arguing about and how could they quickly walk 
away with their friendship in tact. Our Bologna cooking teacher, 
Carmelita, told us that a disagreement between friends almost 
always ends with ά{ƻƴƻ Ŧŀǧŀ Ŏƻǎƛέ it translates to άThatΩs just the 
way IΩm made,έ after all who could argue with that? 

There were countless other passionate souls that crossed our 
paths, Dante del Vecchio, the founder and visionary behind Vis-
conti pens, petite Viola, our wine guide at Ornellaia, so young to 
have such vast knowledge until you learn winemaking has been in 
her family for generations and Allesandro Dari, a master jeweler 
who creates stunning wearable sculptures. I went to Italy seeking 
inspiration not knowing what I would find, but like passion and 
parsley, it is everywhere, I just needed to see with new eyes.
